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Karl Popper’s World 3 and Plato’s World of Forms

One of the most important Karl Popper’s theories is that of World 3 as the
world of objective knowledge. Popper argued that the content of our theories is
distinct both from the physical realm and from personal mental “worlds”. Popper
emphasized that World 3 is autonomous relative to both; in this respect, it
resembles Plato’s world of ideas-forms. However, Popper also held that World 3 is
of human making, a product of human (intellectual) activity; in this respect, it
principally differs from Plato’s world of eternal ideas. However, there seem to be
reasons to question the coherence of seeing the World 3 as both autonomous from
human minds and created by human minds.

One problem was posed by L. Jonathan Cohen, who pointed out that if, as
Popper held, World 3 contains not only (1) all statements (scientific theories etc.)
that were formulated and made public but also (2) all statements that logically
follow from (1), then from the fact that (1) contains contradictions, it follows that
World 3 contains all possible statements (because from a contradiction, anything is
logically derivable). | propose that this problem can be solved by replacing (2)
with (2") — all statements that logically follow from any coherent part of (1). This
modification precludes using contradictions for derivations, and so effectively
blocks the "anything follows" result.

However, Popper’s theory of World 3 runs across another grave problem —
that of a non-arbitrary criterion that an idea (theory) belongs to World 3 rather than
only to a mental World 2, given that there is no clear borderline between it being
made public and its remaining private. It is not clear how this problem can be
solved without adopting more Platonian view on World 3, as an eternal realm that

is not a human creation.
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
